The Board of Education believes that student achievement should be recognized at all levels in a
manner appropriate to the student’s accomplishment. A variety of programs may be implemented to
recognize excellence such as honor rolls, honor societies, citizenship and leadership awards. The
Board encourages school recognition ceremonies to honor scholarship, distinguished character, and
leadership abilities.

The Board directs the Superintendent or his/her designee to develop criteria and procedures for
presenting suitable awards, in the name of the Board, to students for achievement. In all cases, the
relationship between the award and the relevant goal or goals of the schools should be pointed out.
The awards may include certificates, books, or other appropriate marks of recognition.

High School Board of Education Awards:

Graduating seniors who have earned twenty-one credits and who have a grade point average of at least
3.50 (weighted) in a minimum of four years of English, three years of mathematics, two years of
laboratory science, and three years of social studies, shall be eligible to receive the BOARD OF
EDUCATION AWARD FOR OUTSTANDING ACHIEVEMENT.

One awardee shall be selected by each department. Each curriculum area shall have developed criteria
for the designation of a student to receive this award.

Middle School Board of Education Awards:
Seventh and eighth graders shall be eligible to receive the BOARD OF EDUCATION AWARD FOR

OUTSTANDING ACHIEVEMENT. One awardee shall be selected by each team. Team leaders shall
develop criteria for the designation of a student to receive this award.
