Since the devastating earth-
quake hit Haiti on January 12, 
2010, most of the  schools in 
Haiti have been destroyed. 
His dreams have become 
more important now than

him two weeks before the 
quake to have Louisket send 
money to help fund her four 
children who attend universi-
ties there. He never spoke 
with her again. More than 45 
relatives and friends are miss-
ing and/or living on the 
streets of Haiti. Gratefully, 
Louisketõs sister has survived 
the earthquake. 

Highlanders Help Haiti 

As compassion is overflowing 
throughout the country and as 
it often does at Northwest-
ern, thoughts are often with 
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L 
ouisket Edmond, a 
part-time French and 
Spanish teacher at 

Northwestern, first came to the 
U.S. in 2001 with dreams of 
earning an education and raising 
funds to open a public school in 
his home country. Of the 138 
schools in Haiti, only 25 % of 
them are public schools.  He has 
since earned a Masters degree in 
French from the University of 
Maine and lives in Barkhamsted 
with  his wife and two children.  

His parents, who moved to the 
U.S. before him, had to use 
convincing measures several 
times to bring and keep their 
son in the U.S.. Before leaving 
Haiti in 2001, Louisket was a 
candidate for Representative to 
Congress in Haiti. His Haitian 
aunt helped to support him by 
paying a significant amount of 
money to pursue this position. 
He never earned this status be-
cause of a fraudulent election. It 
was then that his parents, living 
in the U.S., knew it was time 
for their son to move here. Nine 
days after moving to Florida in 
2001, Louisket became frus-
trated with learning the English 
language and moved back to 
Haiti. His parents convinced 
him to return as they told him

the suffering survivors in 
Haiti. Money has been 
raised through basketball 
games, school clubs, jars 
stationed throughout the 
school, and personal dona-
tions from the teaching staff 
and administration. One 
thousand dollars have  been 
raised so far which has been 
cashed in for money trans-
fers and sent directly to 
Louisketõs contacts in Haiti. 
Due to the abundance of 
looting and crime, only a 
small amount will be  sent 
each month.
